Introductions:
Nancy Hunter called the meeting to order at 9:15am.
Introductions were made and guests were recognized.
Executive Director’s Report:  Dr. David Beach provided the Executive Director’s report.  He began by thanking everyone for coming today and he appreciated their willingness to serve on the council.  He explained the purpose of the council’s activities.  He discussed the new policy with OFB on dual caseload.  He explained in the past it has been very difficult to deal with dual cases because both counselors could not get an outcome/closure.  The Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA) has changed its policy and will allow both agencies to get credit. Dr. Beach said he will keep the council informed.  Dr. Beach then discussed turnover within the agency.  He said Jim Wallace, district manager in Bowling Green, retired at the end of April and that John Phillips, district manager in Elizabethtown, announced he will be retiring in July.  Dr. Beach said that Jason Cole is the new branch manager in Owensboro and Brent Sturgill was recently announced as Branch Manager of the Ashland district.  He announced that Dr. Steve Hall is no longer commissioner of the Department for Behavioral Health, Developmental and Intellectual Disabilities.  He said that Dr. Hall was an advocate of employment for all individuals with disabilities.  Dr. David Beach then discussed the PROMISE Grant application with the full council.  This grant is intended to serve transition students who are SSI recipients.  Dr. Beach said that the agency will be increasing efforts in the area of transition regardless of getting the grant or not.  The submittal for the grant is in August. The Kentucky Assistive Technology Services (KATS) Network was discussed and described by Dr. David Beach.  Jimmy Brown and Dave Matheis are the KATS Network contacts.  Dr. Beach said the agency would like to expand the network and add an assistive technology resource center at the Carl D. Perkins Vocational Center.  The CARAT grant would help establish the center.  He announced the Assistive Technology Summer Workshops will be held on July 10th and 11th and if anyone is interested in attending to let Dave Matheis know.  The Workshops will be held at the Kentucky State Research Farm.  Dr. Beach said this is graduation week at the Carl D. Perkins Vocational Training Center.  He encouraged council members to attend.   Mindy Yates wanted to pass along that Charles Puckett will be retiring at the end of the month.  He stated that Allison Flanagan, Jeff White and he attended a the National Governors’ Association in Pittsburg.  Jason Jones attended the first Spinal Cord Association meeting.  Mr. Jones said there were 45 participants who were in attendance.  Dr. David Beach concluded his report.
Committee Meetings:
The full council broke for committee meetings at 9:54am.
The full council reconvened at 11:04am.
Presentations:
The Vocational Rehabilitation Process:
Kellie Scott provided a presentation on the Vocational Rehabilitation Process.  Discussion was held regarding eligibility and Order of Selection.  It was well received.
The full council broke for lunch at 12:00pm.
The full council reconvened at 1:03pm.
Nancy Hunter called the meeting to order at 1:03pm.
Approval of Minutes:
Motion to approve the March 2013 meeting minutes made by David Allgood.  Vanessa Denham, second.  Motion carried unanimously.
Chairperson’s Report:
Nancy Hunter provided the Chairperson’s report.  She said she will be attending the National State Rehabilitation Forum in Washington, D.C. tin two weeks and she is looking forward to it and hopes to learn a lot.  She said she will report on things to come in the Executive Committee Report later today.  She said Lisa Carrico, Karen Rossi and Mark Jackson will not be able to vote today as their terms have expired and they have not yet been officially by the Governor.  She announced that Dave Matheis will inform the full Council when the appointments have been finalized.
Staff Report:
Dave Matheis provided the Staff Report.  He said the report is on page 91 of the meeting booklet.  He briefly provided an update on the appointments and will notify the full council when the appointments are finalized.
Client Assistance Program (CAP) Report:
Vanessa Denham provided the CAP report.  She said the full CAP report was on page 23 of the SCVR meeting booklet and was from March to May 2013.  Some issues that were prevalent during that time period were communication and service related problems.  She said that CAP staff attended various activities and meetings with clients including attending the Assistant’s Training and the Migrant Grant Training in Georgetown.  Bill Riggs will be participating in the internship through August.
Statewide Independent Living Council (SILC) Report:
Lonnie Cowan provided the SILC report.  He said the SILC met on June 5th, 2013.  He said the CyberCIL is up and running after a lot of work.  Mr. Cowan explained the CyberCIL is a common website for Independent Living services.  The website is called ‘resources4independence.org’ and the purpose is to get the word out about the SILC and Independent Living services.  Mr. Cowan then informed the full council there has been a change in officers on the SILC.  Deborah Blake resigned as CO-Chairperson and the SILC nominated Elsie Speed to become the next Co-Chairperson.  He stated that himself and Benita Lind are Member-at-Large. Nancy Hunter asked for volunteers to be on the Ad Hoc Committee.  Christine Edwards, Nancy Hunter, Karen Rossi and Lonnie Cowan volunteered to sit on the committee.  Nanci Soard will get info out as soon as possible.
