Funds provided by the General Assembly to Provide Access Services to Students at 
Kentucky Public Postsecondary Institutions Who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing

Effective Fall Semester 2009, the Kentucky Office of Vocational Rehabilitation (KYOVR) is instituting a fee-for-service payment system in regards to the above-referenced funds.  As funding allows, KYOVR will pay eligible Kentucky public postsecondary institutions a fee of $1,250.00 per semester hour for deaf or hard of hearing students needing access services (interpreting, notetaking, captioning) enrolled at the institution.

These funds must be requested in advance.  All requests from the institutions must be received by the Office of Vocational Rehabilitation Deaf and Hard of Hearing Branch by end of the second full week of classes of the semester/quarter to be considered for payment.  Lori Bishop and the EKU Center on Deafness will send each institution a letter confirming the number of hours approved and the amount of funds to be paid upon receipt of invoice. Requests for quarters will be prorated as appropriate.  Payment will not be made on invoices that have not been agreed to in writing, in advance.  Refunds will be subject to the same percentages as tuition as outlined in each institution’s published policies.
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These funds are for Kentucky public institutions of higher education including adult education academic classes only.  These may by used for noncredit classes necessary as prerequisites for credit courses, but may not be utilized for non-credit enrichment classes (i.e. cooking, photography, etc.)

Payment will be made directly from Central Office utilizing BUN 6881.  Costing Back authorizations will be entered by Central Office to attach the appropriate expenditures to open VR cases.  Field staff should not authorize for these services through the regular authorization process.
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
