	Information for updating the “Minimum Income Levels for Self-Sufficiency Guidelines (100% LLSIL) – PY 2014”, was obtained from the Updated LLSIL (100%) table issued in the Federal Register/Vol. 79, No. 59 / Thursday, March 27, 2014/Notices.  The WIA Final Regulations, section 663.230, references the Act, section 101(24), which direct the use of the LLSIL (Lower Living Standard Income Level) for determining a minimum level of self- sufficiency. Local areas are to ensure that locally established self-sufficiency guidelines meet the MINIMUM income level shown on the chart effective July 1, 2014.  (ATTACHMENT A)


Information for the “Low Income Criteria Chart (70% LLSIL) – PY 2014” was obtained from the guidelines issued in the  Federal Register/Vol. 79, No. 59 / Thursday, March 27, 2014/Notices. These guidelines are effective July 1, 2014, and are to be used in determining whether individuals meet the criteria for economically disadvantaged.  These amounts are the maximum household income the individual is permitted in order to qualify as economically disadvantaged under WIA. (ATTACHMENT B)
